	Guest Speaker, Michael Webster, Bowling Green Fire Department (BGFD) HAZMAT Team
	Michael Webster, BGFD HAZMAT Team, shared information about the department’s response capabilities, the response area covered, and how to request the team.
Key Takeaways: 

· The department has a strong complement of radiation meters and two (2) radiation specialists with extensive training on radiation incidents.
· In the event of a biological incident, BGFD will decontaminate patients and share with medical staff the decontamination procedure and the suspected biological.
· The potential for a massive mass casualty incident due to a train derailment is possible in Bowling Green.  Plans to address such an MCI should be updated.  

· Any agency/facility needing assistance should contact their County Emergency Manager who may contact the Warren County Emergency Manager or dispatch.  
· BGFD’s first responsibility is to Bowling Green, so their response out of the city/county is dependent upon incidents in their primary area of responsibility.
