	Guest Speaker, Stephen Parrott, Med Center EMS
	Stephen Parrott, Med Center EMS, State Level II instructor, Bowling Green High School teacher for seniors on the healthcare track, shared information about Fentanyl with the group.  

Key Takeaways: 

· He recommended EMA going to the schools to check to be sure they have enough Narcan, to check expiration dates, and to check the dose.  4mg is recommended.  If 8mg is used, EMS needs to know when they respond.

· Every person who is administered Narcan should be intubated.

· Fentanyl has no taste or smell except marijuana laced with Fentanyl smells like burnt popcorn. 

· Vapes may be laced with Fentanyl.  As a safety precaution, place the vape in a zip lock bag.

· Agencies with employees going into homes with a home lab: they can be overcome with the right amount of Fentanyl in the air.  

· There are no programs to make students aware of the dangers of drugs due to lack of funding.  Schools still have Red Ribbon Week, but don’t generally know what it’s about, except dressing up or wearing PJs.
