	Pediatric Surge Exercise, April 27, 2023

There was discussion about adding schools to the Pediatric Surge Annex.  Hospitals and schools are required to have a reunification plan.  The point was made that the schools do have their own plans and procedures and most likely will have staff at the hospitals to help with reunification and possibly at the scene.  The Pediatric Surge TTX Improvement Plan includes developing relationships between regional school systems and HEART member agencies.

	In last month’s scenario, you arrived at the City’s EOC/DOC and began to set it up.  The generator is finally on, and with the lights on, you can see that there are many cracks in the walls, some overhead lights fell, and many items are scattered around the room.  What can be done now, before an earthquake strikes to ensure that the EOC/DOC (or your regular workspace) is a safe workplace in a disaster?

The group responses included:  Secure lights, shelving & equipment, Secure and clear pathway to exit, Have a backup EOC if needing to relocate EOC.
Bowling Green is a staging area for response to the New Madrid Fault.  Can your facility handle the surge of additional people entering the region to bring patients, equipment, etc.?
